An Act to establish and incorporate a teaching University for promotion and development of
English and other Foreign Languages and their Literature, and to provide for matters
connected therewith or incidental thereto.
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EFLU 2015-2016: AN OVERVIEW

The English and Foreign Languages University (formerly the Central Institute of English and
Foreign Languages) was created by an Act of Parliament and came into being on 3 August
2007. The EFL University continues to build upon the achievements of the CIEFL, and expand
its activities on the national and global stage.

Its mandate is to advance and disseminate “instructional, research, and extension facilities
in the teaching of English and Foreign Languages and Literatures in India” as well as “to take
appropriate measures for inter-disciplinary studies and research in Literary and Cultural
Studies, and to develop critical inter-cultural understanding of civilizations”.

ACADEMIC PROFILE

The EFL University is a multi-campus Humanities university with 3 campuses, with its main
campus in Hyderabad and constituent campuses in Lucknow and Shillong.

The university has 7 Schools and 26 Departments. 11 foreign languages apart from other
humanities courses are taught through various programmes of the University. It offers 9
(3-year) undergraduate, 12 (2-year) postgraduate, 10 Certificate programmes, 9 Diploma
programmes, 8 Advanced Diploma programmes and 1 Post-graduate diploma programme
through the face to face mode and 3 programmes through the distance mode. All the
Schools offer (5-year) research programmes. The academic programmes service over 4500
students.

Competency building at the university combines a dual approach — training and research; in
other words, theoretical and practical streams of inquiry are combined to address the task
of developing expertise through the programmes.

Courses offered on our various programmes adopt a variety of teaching styles that are
intense and at the same time engaging. Courses are offered as seminars, tutorials,
presentations, lectures, or lab-based held in language labs and digital labs.

Postgraduate programmes follow a modular approach, what is popularly known as ‘the
cafeteria system’— students can choose from a variety of courses offered in different areas,
such as literature, linguistics and English language education and opt for a programme that
best suits their goals.

The Foreign languages division offer courses in Arabic, Chinese, French, German, Italian,
Japanese, Korean, Persian, Russian, and Spanish from zero-level to PhD (in all except
Chinese, Italian, Korean and Persian). The thrust areas covered in the postgraduate and
research courses are language, literature, linguistics, methodology, culture and civilisation,
and translation. The programmes are of two kinds: full time and part time.

The School of Distance Education offers PG Certificate and Diploma in the teaching of
English for the continuing education of teachers of English and an M.A programme in
English. Contact programmes are held at the end of the course. Self-instructional materials
are provided for all the programmes.
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The scope of research output is vast and the implications global. Research students address
the latest areas in the fields of language sciences, literature, language education, culture
studies, media, translation, in English and foreign languages.

Teachers are highly-qualified specialists in given areas and disciplines. They are lead
researchers, and sometimes even create their disciplines. They experiment and bring in
innovative teaching practices. Teachers and visiting faculty regularly offer semester-long
courses in areas that are not necessarily part of the mainstream academic activity at the
university — a reflection of the university’s commitment to intellectual cross-fertilization
and inter-departmental synergy.

Students are from different parts of the country, and from all over the world. Our foreign
students include recipients of ICCR (Indian Council for Cultural Relations) scholarships,
awarded by the Ministry of External Affairs to foreign nationals, and participants of short-
term courses organized as part of our International Training Programme.

The University has had prominent visitors like the following scholars Noam Chomsky,
Michael Halliday, Andre MarinetC.J. Brumfit, A.E.G. Pilliner, La Page, AkeelBilgrami,
LadislavZgusta, S.N. Balagangadhara, Richard , Paul Kiparsky, Nina Catach, R.A. Allright,
Michael Garman, Stephen Greenblatt, Arjun- Appadurai Giorgio Agamben, John McCarthy,
Peter Ladefoged, H.G.Widdowson, Wilga Rivers, UpendraBaxi, U.R. Ananthamurthy and
Gyanendra Pande.

The University has conferred Honorary Fellowships on the legendary linguist, Professor
MAK. Halliday, and the celebrated sociolinguist, Professor Braj Kachru, and Honorary
Doctorates on eminent personalities like the widely acclaimed novelist and playwright, Dr

The District Centre Scheme is an outreach program at Hyderabad. It aims to bring about
gualitative improvement in the teaching and learning of English in the country. It provides
opportunities to the teachers to grow and develop professionally through collaborative
learning and teacher development programmes.

The project has been in operation since 1985 and it has trained more than 50,000 teachers
in 66 districts of different states in India.

The Evaluation Camp for the Certificate in Teaching of English was held from 23" — 30"
November 2015. 177 candidates from 10 District Centres have appeared in the CTE exams
and 1230 scripts were evaluated and all the 177 candidates have qualified in the CTE exams.

TELE — CONFERENCE OF CHIEF TUTORS

The Tele-conference of Chief Tutors which is organized annually provides a platform for
Chief Tutors to come together and discuss issues of common interest. It was held on 10" &
11% September 2015 in the Conference Room of the EMMRC, EFLU. 15 Chief Tutors from 15
District Centres participated in this Tele-conference.

HIGHLIGHTS OF REPORTS

All India Coordinator expressed satisfaction regarding activities held at the DCEs. Deputy
Coordinator spoke on a highly encouraging note. Each participant was given 20 minutes to
make a presentation on the activities of their district centres. The presenters gave an
account of the activities conducted by them.

Eight radio lessons based on Grade IV second language English course book were
recorded and handed over to the SCERT Karnataka. These lessons help children pick
up elements of English and will be broadcast on All India Radio channels.

Research Wing

Under the Research wing, an impact study was carried out in the selected districts
of Kerala to understand the achievement level of learners in terms of English
language proficiency in Grades V, VI and VII.

Publication Wing

The biannual journal ‘The English Classroom’ was published in December 2015. The
issue had 15 articles on topics related to ELT.

Apart from in-service training programmes, the Institute offers two distance mode
programmes namely Post Graduate Diploma in English Language Teaching (PGDELT)
and Diploma in English Communication Skills (DIEC). 185 participants from different
parts of the country attended the final contact classes and appeared in an
examination.

5. ELTI Bhopal , Madhya Pradesh

The Institute organized orientation programmes (need based) on problems in
teaching/learning all the four skills (Listening, Speaking, Reading and Writing) for District
resource persons of the middle school level.

Orientation programmes on English by radio lessons in the classroom were conducted.

Workshops were organized on the use of ICT (Information Communication and Technology)
in the English classroom.

Short duration training programmes for middle school level teachers on developing writing

skills were

conducted.

6. RIENI Chandigarh

Two 3-month PGCTE courses were conducted. CALL (Computer assisted language
learning) is the new addition to the existing course components.

Continuing professional courses: A one-day orientation programme was conducted
on Educational Management for Headmasters/ Headmistresses of periphery
schools (Rural), Chandigarh Administration to bring attitudinal changes, as per RTE,
and create conducive environment in schools through an inclusive participatory and
holistic approach for improving teaching and learning process.
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A One- day orientation on PETALS (a set of practice sheets) for Class 2

A set of practice sheets were developed at the institute in 2014 by a team of
teachers from government schools of Chandigarh. These set of practice sheets
named PETALS became part of school curriculum in 2015.

Two sessions on developing ELT materials: strategies and barriers were conducted.
The concept of English across the curriculum was discussed at length. The course
design includes ELT materials, using the text book Marigold and classroom
language.

A One-day orientation programme on TESOL cascade workshops for TGT (English)
for classes 5 and 6 The main objective of the workshop was to make the
participants aware of different pedagogical tools so that as Coordinators they
would be able to appraise the teachers of situations in which the children learn
socializing according to their aptitude and learning style.

A One-day orientation programme was conducted on Educational Management
for Principals of Senior Secondary Schools, Chandigarh Administration: Main
stress was laid on managing conflicts in the school, developing skills of under
privileged children for better employment avenues.

Interactive and discussion based sessions were held on strengthening vocational
education, conflict management, importance of soft skills and integrating students
from Economically weaker sections of society with private schools.

Induction Course for Trainers of Personnel Development Programme

Trainers of PD Programme were provided with an intensive training on English
language teaching methodology/strategies, time management, and sounds of
English language, work ethics, Group Discussions and types of Interviews. Micro
teaching sessions were conducted for the Trainers.

7. ELTI Assam, Guwahati

Short term training programmes of 5-day and 3-day duration were conducted.

8. ELTI Kohima, Nagaland

The following programmes were conducted:

A two year distance mode Diploma in English language teaching (with six months
cumulative contact programme)

A one week workshop for private school teachers on phonetics and grammar
A one week workshop for Secondary level teachers on language skill development

An Orientation programme for rural primary school teachers on language teaching
was conducted.

The Institute coordinated three consecutive training programmes on sign language
for DIET faculty, Nagaland.
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e The ELTI conducted a research project for the SCERT on the Reading and Writing
abilities of primary school students across the state.

9. Institute of English, Calcutta

Pre-service and in-service teacher training programmes in English language teaching were
conducted. Improved Communication in ‘Spoken English’ for professional development was
organized.

During training programmes, teachers are provided with resources available online
and how to use ELT resources on their mobile phones. In case of doubts in
implementing the activities they send an e-mail to the ELTI and the faculty responds
to their academic queries.

Support to DCEs

Six DCEs — Bikaner (state funded) Kota, Jodhpur, Bharatpur, Nathdwara and
Shahpura are functioning in the state. ELTI supports the DCEs and utilizes the
academic services of the Resource Persons during the conduct of the training
programmes.

1. RAMESH MOHAN LIBRARY

INTRODUCTION

The Library was established in 1958 as a separate unit of the EFL University (formerly
Central Institute of English and renamed in 1973 as Central Institute of English and Foreign
Languages) to provide Bibliographical Documentation and Information support to the
Teaching and Research Programmes of the University. The Library moved into its new
building in July 1987 and was named as Ramesh Mohan Library after Prof. Ramesh Mohan,
former Director of the Institute. Prof. Jayashree Mohanraj is Dean, Library and she is
assisted by Dr. Satish, the Librarian i/c.

BOOKS

The library has 1, 69, 361 books and other reading materials in English and Foreign
Languages — Arabic, Chinese, French, German, Italian, Japanese, Korean, Russian and
Spanish (as on 31.03.2016). The thrust area of the subject collection pertains to Linguistics,
Language teaching and Literatures of English and Foreign Languages. The library also has
sizeable collection in the areas of Media and Communication studies, Film studies,
Sociology, Psychology, Arts, Philosophy, and History.

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3. CELL FOR THE DISABLED

The Coordinators of the Cell for the Disabled are Dr. Rajaskekar and Prof. Prakash K. Reddy.
During the academic year 2015-16, the Cell for the Disabled had embarked on strengthening
its various services and facilities to provide a more fulfilling educational experience for
students with disabilities at the English and Foreign Languages University. r of the Cell

The Online Bookshare digital library and the Braille Library websites are being used for
accessing academic books produced by organizations and universities to benefit students
with visual impairment.

The Cell for the Disabled conducted an orientation programme to help scholars with
disabilities applying for the prestigious Rajiv Gandhi National Fellowships for Disabilities. As
a result, 8 scholars with disabilities from EFLU were selected for the RGN Fellowships for
disabilities for the year 2015-16.

On the instructions of the Vice Chancellor, medical verification for all applicants under the
3percent supernumerary seats was organized with a view to curb fraudulent practices
arising of fake medical certificates. In July 2015, medical verification was held at Gandhi
Hospital Secunderabad and Sarojini Eye Hospital Mehdipatnam, after which 10 students
with disabilities were admitted for the year 2015-16.

A Welcome party for the newly admitted students with disabilities was held on September
14, 2015 in the New Academic Building.

On Oct 22, 2015, a cultural programme “Tunes of Difference” was held in the football
ground of the EFLU campus which was attended by faculty, students and members of the
EFLU community. Students with disabilities and their non-disabled peers entertained the
audience with their creative display of artistic talents during the cultural performance.

In order to promote barrier free environment for students with disabilities, several
accessibility facilities like ramps, railings and disabled friendly toilets were provided on the
ground floor of the Basheer Men's hostel even as other measures are in the process of
execution.

An Access Audit of the EFLU campus was conducted to evaluate the progress on creating
barrier-free facilities on the EFLU campus. Accordingly, a team of Accessibility Experts from
Samarthyam Trust New Delhi visited the EFLU campus. While appreciating the progress
made with respect to providing several facilities, the Audit team submitted several new
recommendations in line with the latest national and international standards and
accessibility norms. The Cell for the disabled has initiated steps to implement the
recommendations with the cooperation of the Engineering Section.
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4. THE EFL COUNSELLING CENTRE

The Counselling has two trained psychologists, who meet clients four days a week.
Counselling hours are 4-6 p.m. on Mondays, Tuesdays, Thursdays and Fridays. Prof. Uma
Rangan is a Former Professor of Psychology at Osmania University and Dr. P. Swathi is

Assistant Professor and Head, Department of Psychology, Osmania University.

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5. HEALTH CENTRE

The University’s Heath Centre offers a range of medical facilities for its students, teaching
and non-teaching staff. These include outpatient consultation, observation, and free
dispensing of medicines from those available in its pharmacy. The consultation hours are 8
am to 8 pm on weekdays and 12 noon to 8 pm on Sundays. The average daily patient visits is
70-80. There are 3 observation beds for patients requiring monitoring, with oxygen facilities.

The pharmacy is well stocked with medicines for common ailments like fever, diarrhea,
aches and pains, nausea and giddiness, minor injuries, minor respiratory disorders, etc. It
also stocks a few emergency medications, such as sorbitrate for angina and snake antivenin.
For conditions that require advanced or specialized care, there is an ambulance on round-
the-clock duty to shift patients to enlisted corporate hospitals in Hyderabad like Apollo,
Yashoda, Care, NIMS, Kamineni, AMS Hospital and Shroff.

Medical staff include 5 Allopathic doctors, 1Homeopathic doctor, 1 Physiotherapist, 2
Pharmacists and 2 Nurses. The Health Centre is open from 8 am to 8 pm on weekdays and
12 noon to 8 pm on Sundays, and records an average of 50-70 patient visits per day.Referral
facilities to empanelled corporate hospitals are provided to students and staff through
health coverage scheme provided by United India Insurance Co., at a very low premium (less
than Rs.500 annually per student).
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6. STUDENT WELFARE

Dean, Student Welfare, works towards the welfare of students and keeps a record of the
activities of students. He also organizes sports and cultural events at the University. Prof. T.
Samson is the Dean of Student Welfare.

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8. SENSITIZATION, PREVENTION AND REDRESSAL OF SEXUAL
HARASSMENT (SPARSH)

Sensitization, Prevention, and Redressal of Sexual Harassment (SPARSH) (formerly known as
GSCASH) as a body was set up in EFL University in the year 2014. The body was constituted
under the recommendations and guidelines laid down by the historic judgement of Supreme
Court of India in the writ petition Vishakha vs. State of Rajasthan.

The EFL University maintains a ‘zero-tolerance’ on the policy on Sexual Harassment,
discrimination of women and seeks to maintain and wishes to create an academic and work
environment free of sexual harassment for women associated with the University as
students, teaching and non-teaching staff members.

SPARSH has two committees devoted to these two-fold purposes:
e the University Complaints Committee (UCC) and
e the Apex Body of SPARSH (ABS)

1. University Complaints Committee (UCC)

The UCC considers complaints regarding sexual harassment, and conducts enquiries,
suggesting suitable action.

Constitution of the UCC

The following is the constitution of the members of UCC:
1. Five (at least three women) teacher representatives.
2. One non-teaching staff representative of the University.

3. One person, with known contribution to women’s issues, to be co-opted from
outside the University, who could be an NGO representative.

4. The chairperson elected from amongst the above-mentioned members.
5. One member-secretary elected from amongst the above-mentioned members.

The (iii) representative on SPARSH-UCC is Ms. Sarah Mathews who heads an NGO called
‘SANKALP’ which is dedicated to supporting women who have suffered sexual violence with
comprehensive counselling, medical and legal support and to creating social change in
community through advocacy, education and training.

Functions, powers and duties of UCC

e To fulfil the directives of the Supreme Court enjoining all employees to develop
and implement a policy against sexual harassment at the workplace.

e To evolve a permanent mechanism for prevention and redressal of gender
based discrimination, sexual harassment and other acts of gender-based
violence.
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2. Apex Body of SPARSH (ABS)

The Apex Body of SPARSH (ABS) aims to sensitize and work to prevent sexual harassment in
the university.

Constitution of ABS

The ABS committee has the following members:

1. The Chairperson, a woman nominated by the Vice-Chancellor, English and
Foreign Languages University from amongst the faculty members.

2. Five members representing various faculties/centers of the University, of which
at least three shall be women.

3. Two student representatives of which at least one be girl student.

4. Two members from non-teaching staff, of which at least one should be woman.

5. One woman NGO representative.

6. One woman counsellor.

7. Legal Advisor (special invitee)

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4. EDUCATIONAL MULTIMEDIA RESEARCH CENTRE

Overview

The Educational Multimedia Research Centre (EMMRC) is located at The English and Foreign
Languages University (EFL-U, Hyderabad) a Central University by an act of Parliament. Earlier
known as EMRC, it is one of the first four pioneering Educational Media Research Centres
established by the University Grants Commission in 1984 at CIEFL (presently EFL-U) for
production of educational television programmes for the UGC—-CWCR telecast on
Doordarshan.

The Centre has a collection of more than 2758 programmes accumulated over a period.
These programmes have dealt with various subjects like English Language, Literature,
Science & Technology, Social Sciences, Arts, Culture, Heritage, Humanity, Economics, Sports,
Health, Medicine, Education, Psychology, Home Sciences, Law, Urdu, B.Ed (English), etc. A
series on Buddhism in AP, career counseling, Pursuit (education news feature) and New
Horizons etc, are its major achievements. The activities also include participation in National
experiments on interactive television and several training programmes such as Indo-
American ETV workshop.

The Centre has won 24 National Awards in UGC/CEC video festivals during these years. The
Centre has collaborated for programme production with premier institutions such as
National Institute of Nutrition (NIN), Centre for Cellular and Molecular Biology (CCMB),
Indian Institute of Chemical Technology (IICT), National Geophysical Research Institute
(NGRI), National Institute of Rural Development (NIRD), Agricultural University etc, and with
the local expertise available at the English and Foreign Languages University (EFL-U). The
expertise is also drawn from the institutions located outside Hyderabad. This has enabled us
to disseminate the valuable knowledge generated through research by these organizations
without lapse of time.

The Centre has staff strength of Thirty Six, not to mention the support of freelancers,
subject experts, professional scripts writers, narrators and musicians — the best available in
the field — to ensure quality. The Centre is equipped with Studio and outdoor shooting
facilities which includes a full fledged TV Studio and an Edusat Studio. The Centre has
acquired the State of Art post production equipment in the form of FCP non-Linear Edit
Suites and Graphic Workstation. The Centre is presently working on XD (HD Compatible)
Cameras and the output is taken on Optic Discs.

To avoid stagnation and to keep pace with the speed of modern communication
technologies, the centre is geared towards e-content generation with the help of
multimedia. The Centre therefore, has acquired a new name at the culmination of its thirty
years journey. It is now known as Educational Multimedia Research Centre — EMMRC

In the second phase of the NME-ICT Project, the Centre has started producing programmes
in seven subjects viz., Home Science & Nutrition, Urdu (Z”d year), Law (3rd,4th & 5% year),
B.Ed Foreign Languages : German, French, Spanish and Russian. All these programmes are
produced in-house by the regular staff and also by engaging the services of freelancers.

E-Content Workshop

With the development of E-Content for three subjects viz., General English, English (Hons)
and Psychology, the Centre began work in the Il phase on the development of E-Content for
Home Science & Nutrition this year.

With a view to familiarize the subject teachers with the details of E-Content development,
the Centre has twice conducted One Day Workshops at the Home Science College.

Finally, they
interacted with the concerned production personnel to get into finer points of E-Content
development.

Experts and B. Ed (English) Experts and explained about the project and its objectives. They
were also shown e-Contents in English and Psychology. Finally, they interacted with the
concerned production personnel to get into finer points of E-Content development.

Technical Resources

The Centre has been working with tapeless digital production facilities with Standard
Definition (SD) output since 2009. It has non-linear edit systems based on Final Cut Pro
(FCP), and Graphic Workstation with Photoshop, MAX 3D Software’s and Adobe CS5. Its
multimedia unit has application softwares like Encoder for FCV conversion, Pinnacle Studio
FCP and E-Content development Software based on Adobe C5.

However, for a Centre engaged in Digital Production, keeping pace with the progress in this
sector is of utmost concern. With HD technology coming in a big way, it is now imperative
that the Centre requires HD compatible equipment. We have already drawn up a plan for
such upgradation.

The Centre provides internship to students studying Journalism and Mass Communication,
both at undergraduate and post-graduation levels. The Centre conducts internship
programmes twice in an academic year, i.e., during months of December and again in the
month of May. Each time 12 students are enrolled as internees. The students are taught
theory on all aspects of Video/TV production and were given hands-on training on the latest
video gadgetry. As a part of the exercise, the students produce an in-house training film to
complete the task.
