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EFLU 2016-2017: AN OVERVIEW

The English and Foreign Languages University (formerly the Central Institute of English and
Foreign Languages) was created by an Act of Parliament and came into being on 03 August
2007. The EFL University continues to build upon the achievements of the CIEFL, and expand
its activities on the national and global stages.

Its mandate is to advance and disseminate “instructional, research, and extension facilities
in the teaching of English and foreign languages and literatures in India” as well as “to take
appropriate measures for inter-disciplinary studies and research in literary and cultural
studies, and to develop critical inter-cultural understanding of civilizations”.

ACADEMIC PROFILE

The EFL University is a multi-campus Humanities University with three Campuses, with its
Main Campus in Hyderabad and Constituent Campuses in Lucknow and Shillong. The
University has 7 Schools and 26 Departments, Ten foreign languages apart from other
humanities courses are taught through various programmes of the University. It offers 8
three--year undergraduate, 12 two-year postgraduate, two career-oriented programmes, 10
certificate programmes, 10 diploma programmes, and 9 advanced diploma programmes
through face-to-face mode, and 3 programmes through the distance mode. All the Schools
offer 3-year PhD programmes. The academic programmes serve over 4500 students.
Competency-building at the University combines a dual approach— training and research; in
other words, theoretical and practical streams of inquiry are combined to address the task
of developing expertise through the programmes.

Courses offered on our various programmes adopt a variety of teaching styles that are
intense and at the same time engaging. Courses are offered through seminars, tutorials,
presentations, and lectures, and are also lab-based the last being conducted in language-
and digital labs.

Postgraduate programmes follow a modular approach, which is popularly known as ‘the
cafeteria system’ allowing students to choose from a variety of courses offered in different
areas such as literature, linguistics and English language education, and opt for a
programme that best suits their goals.

The Foreign languages divisions offer courses in Arabic, Chinese, French, German, Italian,
Japanese, Korean, Persian, Russian, and Spanish from zero-level to PhD (in all languages
except Chinese, Italian, Korean and Persian). The thrust areas covered in the postgraduate
and research courses are language, literature, linguistics, methodology, culture and
civilisation, and translation. The programmes are of two kinds: full time and part time.

The School of Distance Education offers Postgraduate Certificate and Diploma courses in the
teaching of English for the continual education of teachers of English, and an M.A
programme in English. Contact programmes are held at the end of each course. Self-
instructional materials are provided for all the programmes.
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The scope of research output is vast and the implications are global. Research students
address the latest areas in the fields of language sciences, literature, language education,
culture studies, media, translation, in English and foreign languages.

Our teachers are highly-qualified specialists in their areas and disciplines. They experiment
and bring in innovative teaching practices. Teachers and visiting faculty regularly offer
semester-long courses in areas that are not necessarily part of the mainstream academic
activity at the University—a reflection of the University’s commitment to intellectual cross-
fertilization and inter-departmental synergy.

Students come from different parts of the country, and the world over. Our foreign students
include recipients of Indian Council for Cultural Relations (ICCR) scholarships, awarded by
the Ministry of External Affairs and participants of short-term courses organized as part of
our International Training Programme (ITP).

The University has had prominent visitors like the following luminaries in language and
literature:: Noam Chomsky, Michael Halliday, Andre Marinet, C.J. Brumfit, A.E.G. Pilliner, La
Page, Akeel Bilgrami, Ladislav Zgusta, S.N. Balagangadhara, Richard , Paul Kiparsky, Nina
Catach, R.A. Allright, Michael Garman, Stephen Greenblatt, Arjun- Appadurai Giorgio
Agamben, John McCarthy, Peter Ladefoged, H.G.Widdowson, Wilga Rivers, Upendra Baxi,
U.R. Ananthamurthy and Gyanendra Pande.

The University has conferred Honorary Fellowships on the acclaimed linguist, Professor
MAK. Halliday, and the celebrated sociolinguist, Professor Braj Kachru, and Honorary
Doctorates on eminent personalities like the widely appreciated novelist and playwright, Dr
Bhisham Sahni, and the famous German scholar and publisher, Dr Siegfried Unseld.

Following its decade-long traditions and academic practices, the EFL University grew from
strength to strength this last year. While our faculty members and students have continued
to carry the name of our University to different parts of the world, there are two
accomplishments in particular about 2016-17 that we would like to highlight. In May 2016,
our University was awarded the ‘A’ Grade by the National Assessment and Accreditation
Council (NAAC), the highest grade awarded by Council to any educational institution of
higher education in India.

In addition to this, on the 26™ of April 2017, we held our first convocation after becoming a
central university. The Honourable President of India, Shri Pranab Mukherjee, presided over
the ceremony. Speaking at the convocation, the President recognized the EFLU's potential
by pointing out that the Government of India has entrusted the University with several
important projects. The President also complimented and congratulated the University on
its ground-breaking research and pedagogical contributions. Expressing great confidence
about the University's future, he said: "With its expanding research profile the EFLU can play
a significant role in re-orienting higher education in the country as well as in other emerging
nations. It should be possible to develop educational packages from school to university
levels for training and for collaborative teaching and research." The achievements that
earned us these compliments from the President of India have been possible only due to the
team work and the sustained efforts of the entire EFL University family.

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1. DISTRICT CENTRE SCHEME (GOI)

I. PROFILE:

The District Centre for English Scheme was launched in the year 1985 during the VII Plan
Period by the Ministry Of Human Resource Development. The mandate of the District Centre
for English Scheme was to improve language proficiency of in-service teachers, facilitate their
professional development, reach the unreached, provide saturation-level training, strengthen
the teaching community and develop a collaborative work culture among teachers.

The Scheme trained a total number of 76,633 teachers by establishing nearly 90 District
Centres in 66 districts of different states of India through its teacher development
programmes. The focus of the scheme has been qualitative improvement in terms of English
language teaching through innovative teacher training programmes.

Il. ACTIVITIES AT EFLU:

ANNUAL E-CONFERENCE OF CHIEF TUTORS:

The Annual E-Conference of Chief Tutors provided a platform for Chief Tutors to discuss the
problems encountered by their District Centres. It was held on 20 and 21 October 2016 in the
Conference Room of the EMMRC building, EFL University. 20 Chief Tutors from twenty District
Centres actively participated and presented their report on academic activities they
conducted during the academic year 2016-17.

HIGHLIGHTS OF THE E- CONFERENCE REPORT:

The All India Coordinator expressed satisfaction with the activities held at the DCEs. The
Deputy Coordinator spoke on a highly encouraging note. Each participant was given twenty
minutes to make a presentation on the activities of their District Centres. The following areas
were emphasized:

e The need to meet the challenges of designing, conducting, and developing materials for
primary teacher training programmes as well as honing the proficiency of primary school
teachers was emphasized.

e Chief tutors were advised to organize programmes for teachers in a collaborative manner
and were encouraged to take up minor research projects.

The Chief Resource Persons expressed their interest in participating in the E-Conference 2016
and said that this E-Conference was an innovative idea to interact and express their views to
the DCS team. They were enthused to conduct more training programmes on useful topics to
improve English proficiency and accuracy in the teachers with the guidance and support of
the Coordinator and the Deputy Coordinator. They thanked the Vice Chancellor, EFL
University, and all the DCS staff for the academic support in conducting the training
programmes successfully.

EVALUATION CAMP

The Evaluation Camp for the Certificate in Teaching of English was held from 21 November — 2
December 2016. Nine Resource Persons (RPs) were invited to participate and evaluate 1904
scripts. Two hundred and seventy-two candidates from 11 District Centres appeared in the
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CTE exams. All the 272 candidates passed in the CTE exams out of which 223 passed with
Distinction.

PROFESSIONAL ENRICHMENT PROGRAMME:

The District Centre for English Scheme and English Language Training Institutes Support
Scheme organized a five-day Professional Enrichment Programme from 16 to 20 January 2017
for the newly recruited resource persons of DCEs and ELTIs. Eleven resource persons
participated in the programme from the District Centres. The training methodology included
teaching, individual study, group work, pair work and discussions.

The Course enabled the teachers

e to understand different approaches in teaching English as a Second Language

e to adapt learner centered teaching techniques to improve learner’ language abilities like
reading, speaking, writing, listening, knowledge of grammar and vocabulary

e to adapt classroom techniques to suit different situations and learner styles

lll. ACADEMIC ACTIVITIES AT the DCEs:

The District Centres have conducted adequate number of mandatory programmes like
Orientation Programmes (OP), Need Based Courses (NBC), Correspondence-cum-Contact
(CcC) Programmes and trained 3,398 teachers through these programmes in the year 2016-
17.

IV. OTHER ACTIVITIES:

SEMINARS:

The DCE, Kadapa conducted a seminar organized for the primary and secondary school
teachers on the topic ‘Use of Authentic Materials in Teaching English to Low Proficiency
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Children’. A Seminar on the topic ‘Reaching the Unreached’ to teach children English who had
low proficiency was also organized.

The DCE, Beed presented their research paper in an international conference at Aurangabad
and took part in various conferences, workshops and meetings at Aurangabad and Hyderabad

WORKSHOPS:

The District Centre for English, Kadapa organized a workshop for the primary school teachers
on CCE model and also a workshop for the High school teachers on the preparation of Model
papers for Class X students based on the new pattern of examination system. Mr. Parasuram,
resource person of Kadapa attended as a Chief Guest in the Olympiad Programmes organized
by the Corporate Schools and discussed and observed their practices in their management.

DCE Trissur’s intensive programme on ‘Fluency Development for the Teachers’ was
successfully conducted at BRC, Kanjirapally. The DCE organized a Communicative Skill
Development Camp for students to improve their communicative competence. A number of
experts and English language teachers participated in the camp. Parental Awareness
Programmes were conducted at two venues, the Government High School Venjaramoodu and
the Goveernment Boys’ High. School . S. Neyyattinkara. The trainers of the course conducted
interactive sessions regarding the role of parents in English language acquisition and
development of soft skills.

The DCE, Solapur conducted a Face-to-Face-mode training with 150 participants two times on
12" and 13" May and on 15™, 19" June 2016. Online Virtual Training for the English teachers
was conducted for all the mediums.

The District Centre, Kota with DIET, jointly organized an English Language Quiz for the primary
students in government schools. A total of 100 schools represented by 3 students each
participated in the quiz. The DCE Kota contributed to the development of English subject
textbooks for classes | to VIII. The Chief Tutor who was on the panel of text book writers,
attended a series of workshops held at SIERT, Udaipur.

Mr. Premendra Bhawsar, the Chief Tutor, attended a Workshop of 3-Day Spoken English and
also attended training as a Guest Lecturer arranged by DCE, Beed. The Centre conducted
English day celebration for 2 days arranged in DIET, Parbhani.

DCE, Kollam conducted a workshop titled ‘Take it Easy’ for High school teachers in different
schools in Kerala. An intensive training in English Communication called Global Opportunities
through English Communication (GOTEK) was conducted in 6 schools. The centre conducted
tests, interviews and awarded certificates based on their grades.

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2. ENGLISH LANGUAGE TRAINING INSTITUTE (ELTI)
SUPPORT SCHEME

The office of the ELTI Support Scheme assisted the ELTIs in organizing several short duration
and long duration teacher development programmes across the country during the academic
year 2016-17. The academic activities conducted include orientation programmes for the
teachers of English in the preparation of school text books, broadcasting English lessons by
radio and production of new school text books. The following is a comprehensive report:

A. Teacher development programmes at a glance:

B. Details of teacher development programmes organized in 2016-17
ELTI Support Scheme:

1. SCERT, Mizoram, Aizawl:

Orientation Courses for Government English medium primary school teachers, middle school
teachers in New English textbooks from class | to V between 26 April and 20 October 2016
were conducted. Ninety-two teachers were trained.

2 Workshops on developing English textbooks for Elementary schools and Development of
training materials for English for Specific Purposes from 24 May to 1 July 2016 were held.
Twenty-one teachers were trained.

An Induction training programme for Government model English medium school teachers
from 17 to 27 May 2016 was organized. Seventy-eight teachers were trained.

Total number of teachers trained: 191
2. ELTI, Allahabad, Uttar Pradesh:
101 Diploma course in teaching English language: (DELT)

A 3-month Diploma Course is conducted twice in a year for the Primary; Upper primary, High
school and Intermediate levels, in Government as well as aided schools. The Resource Persons
trained train the teachers of their particular districts. The 101t batch started from
1September 2016 with 14 teachers.
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3. RIESI, Bangalore:

Sixteen 30-day CELT Programmes were organized for English teachers of primary and high
schools from Karnataka, Kerala, Tamilnadu, Andhra Pradesh, Telangana, and Puducherry from
11 July to 21 March 2017. Five hundred and seventy-three teachers were trained.

4. ELTI, Bhopal, Madhya Pradesh:

E M Power Projects (British Council and ELTI) (EM: English in Madhya Pradesh) were organized
for the State Resource Groups, Master Trainers, and for the 7 districts of Ujjain Division,
Sehore district. Seven thousand nin hundred and thirty-one teachers were trained.

An Interactive Radio Instruction was broadcast by Akashvani Bhopal.

Two One-month Certificate in Teaching English programmes for middle- and primary school
teachers were conducted from 8 August to 7 October 2016. Forty-seven teachers were
trained.

3 Training programmes on Developing Spoken English at Primary school level, Developing
Study Skills for Middle school level and on Developing Reading Skills were held from 17
October to 11 November 2016. Sixty-seven teachers were trained.

Total number of teachers trained: 8045

5. ELTI, Bhubaneswar, Odisha:

Five 5-day Orientation Programmes forPrincipals of DIETs, English teachers, Social science
teachers, Science teachers and Mathematics teachers of Adarsha Vidyalayas were conducted
from 16 April to 10 June 2016. Three hundred and sixty-two teachers were trained.

Two 6-day Orientation programmes for the District Resource Group teachers of Odisha
Primary Education Programme Authority (OPEPA) were organized from 17 to 31 August 2016.
One hundred and ninety-eight teachers were trained.

A 2-day Orientation programme for the Pedagogy Coordinators of OPEPA from 2" to 3™
September 2016 was organized. Twwenty-eight teachers were trained.

Three 3-day Try-out programmes for English textbooks from Class I-VIIl from 17" November
to 2"Y December were conducted. Ninety-one teachers were trained.

A final review of English text books from Class IlI-VIIl was organized from 9 to 12 December
2016. Fifteen teachers were trained.

Seven 3-day Orientation programmes of Scheduled Caste and Scheduled Tribe department
(SSD) English teachers from 11 July to 6 August 2016. Two hundred and sixty teachers were
trained. A total number of nine hundred and fifty-four teachers were trained.

6. RIENI, Chandigarh:

The Institute organized two PGCTE Courses (105" and 106%™) between October 2016 and
February 2017. Thirty-two teachers were trained.
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7. ELTI, Guwahati, Assam:

Five 3-day doorstep courses and two 5-day training programmes were organized from 25
October 2016 to 10 February 2017. Three hundred and eleven teachers were trained.

8. ELTI, Kohima, Nagaland:

A Two-year (distance mode) Diploma in Elementary Education (with six months cumulative
contact programme), a One-week workshop for secondary teachers on Language Skill
Development and an Orientation programme for the rural primary school teachers were
conducted for 114 teacher participants

9. ELTI, Raipur, Chhattisgarh:

Three 1-month courses for Primary (1-5 classes), Upper primary (6-8 classes), Higher and
Higher secondary teachers (9-12 classes) were conducted. Two hundred andfifty-nine
teachers were trained.

Materials production: During the academic year 2016-17 ELTI Chhattisgarh produced new
school text books for classes IX and X.

10. HM Patel Institute of English Training and Research, Vallabh Vidyanagar,

Gujarat:

A 1-day workshop and two 2-day workshops (Key Resource Persons) for the secondary and
higher secondary school teachers were conducted on Teaching Reading and Speaking Skills
and Strategies for New Curriculum for 9™ and 11% standards between 9% March and 26%™ April
2016. one hundred and eighty teachers were trained.

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7. ALL-INDIA ENGLISH LANGUAGE TESTING AUTHORITY (AIELTA)

In continuation of the work started last year, the AIELTA continued the trialling of items
created for a Proficiency test designed and developed at the request of the Ministry of
External Affairs (ITEC Division).

The test items were modified on the basis of results derived from trialling. The following
sections of the test were considered for the trialling process.

Reading 40 texts 400
Vocabulary (16 areas) discrete items 150 items 150

The AIELTA designed a second diagnostic test for the International Training Programme. The
test will be used to stream participants into three proficiency levels: Basic, Intermediate and
Advanced.

AIELTA has also been seeking avenues of collaboration with external agencies with a view to
enable the revival of the AIELTA-English Proficiency Test.
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IV. ON-CAMPUS
FACILITIES
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1. RAMESH MOHAN LIBRARY

INTRODUCTION

The Library was established in 1958 as a separate unit of the EFL University (formerly the
Central Institute of English, and renamed in 1973 as Central Institute of English and Foreign
Languages) to provide Bibliographical Documentation and Information support to the
Teaching and Research Programmes of the University. The Library moved into its new building
in July 1987 and was named as the Ramesh Mohan Library after Prof Ramesh Mohan, the first
Director of the Institute. Prof Jayashree Mohanraj is the Dean, Library, and she is assisted by
Mr. K. Thukaram, Assistant Librarian.

BOOKS:

The library has 1, 71, 523 books and other reading materials in English and Foreign Languages

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3. CELL FOR THE DISABLED

The English and Foreign Languages University admitted 10 students with disabilities to various
programmes during the admission process for the academic year 2016-17.

For the third consecutive year, following the directions of the Honourable Vice Chancellor for
curbing of admission arising of fake medical certificates, the Cell for the Disabled conducted
medical verification for all PWD candidates with the involvement of senior surgeons from the
Sarojini Devi Government Hospital, Mehdipatnam, the ENT Hospital, Koti, and the Gandhi
Medical Hospital, Secunderabad on July 14, 2016.

On September 22, an interactive programme was organized between the EFLU students and
students with disabilities to promote sensitisation. The programme was attended by 200
students and concluded with a cultural performance involving the EFLU students and students
with disabilities.

The Cell for the Disabled provided 4 new wheelchairs and one tricycle in addition to arranging
disabled-friendly infrastructure at its office-cum-resource centre in Room 30 of the
Administration Block.

Ramps with supporting railings have been provided at the teaching dais and in the aisles in
both the lecture halls on the ground floor of the New Academic Building along with
improvements to the existing ramps at the Guest House.

Work relating to providing disabled friendly facilities in 2 rooms of the guest House is in
progress.

On October 12 and 13, 2016, a two-day workshop on career counselling was organized with
the collaboration of Enable India Bangalore.

Seventy Students with disabilities from the EFLU and the University of Hyderabad participated
in the programme.

The Cell for the Disabled continues a one-year membership with the US-basedorganisation,
Bookshare, an online library of audio and accessible reading materials for students with print
disabilities. Students with visual impairment from the EFL University are accessing more than
6 hundred-thousand books available worldwide in accessible formats of their choice.

A workshop on Bookshare and its related technology was organized on November 30, 2016 in
order to orient students with visual impairment.

The programme was conducted with the support of the National Association of the Blind New
Delhi and the Bookshare Outreach and Training team.

The Cell for the Disabled conducted a sensitisation programme on the new Rights for Persons
with Disabilities RPD Act 2016 for students with disabilities of EFLU and University of
Hyderabad between March 29 and March 31 2017. Prof Anil Aneja from Department of
English Literature: Nodal Officer, Committee for the Differently Abled: University of Delhi
conducted several sessions on various provisions of the RPD Act.
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A lecture on Inclusive Education was held by the Cell for the Disabled on March 30, 2017
during which Prof Anil Aneja and Prof V. Sudhakar Babu from EFLU interacted with students of
the B, Ed programme about effective practices in Inclusive Education.

On April 21, 2017, the Cell organised a lecture on the topic of Higher Education and Disability
Studies, an International Perspective by Dr. Marcia Rioux, Director, Disability Rights
Promotion International and DRPI AWARe and Distinguished Research Professor, York
University, Canada.
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4. THE EFL COUNSELLING CENTRE

The Counselling has two trained psychologists, who meet clients four days a week Counselling
hours are 4-6 p.m. on Mondays, Tuesdays, Thursdays, and Fridays. Prof Uma Rangan is a
Formar Professor of Psychology at Osmania University and Dr. P. Swati is Assistant Professor
and Head, Department of Psychology, Osmania University.

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5. THE HEALTH CENTRE

The University’s Heath Centre offers a range of medical facilities for its students, teaching and
non-teaching staff.These include out patient consultation, observation, and free dispensing of
medicines from those available in its pharmacy. The consultation hours are from 8 am to 8 pm
on weekdays,and 12 noon to 8 pm on Sundays. The average number patient visitors daily is
70-80. There are 3 observation beds for patients requiring monitoring, with oxygen facilities.

The pharmacy is well stocked with medicines for common ailments like fever, diarrhea, aches
and pains, nausea and giddiness, minor injuries, minor respiratory disorders, etc. It also stocks
a few emergency medications, such as sorbitrate for angina and snake antivenin. For
conditions that require advanced or specialized care, there is an ambulance on round-the-
clock duty to shift patients to enlisted corporate hospitals in Hyderabad like Apollo, Yashoda,
Care, NIMS, Kamineni, AMS Hospital and Shroff.

Medical staff includes 5 Allopathicdoctors, 1 Homeopathicdoctor, 1 Physiotherapist, 2
Pharmacists and 2 Nurses. The Health Centre is open from 8 am to 8 pm on weekdays and 12
noon to 8 pm on Sundays, and records an average of 50-70 patient visits per day. Referral
facilities to empanelled corporate hospitals are provided to students and staff through health
coverage scheme provided by United India Insurance Co., at a very low premium (less than
Rs.500 annually per student).

Dean, Students’ Welfare, works towards the welfare of students and keeps a record of the
activities of students.

Brief Introduction about EMRC

The Educational Multimedia Research Centre (EMMRC) is located at The English and Foreign
Languages University (EFL-U, Hyderabad) a Central University by an act of Parliament. Earlier
known as EMRC, it is one of the first four pioneering Educational Media Research Centres
established by the University Grants Commission in 1984 at the CIEFL (presently the EFL-U) for
production of educational television programmes for the UGC-CWCR telecast on
Doordarshan.

The Centre has a collection of more than 3069 programmes accumulated over a period. These
programmes have dealt with various subjects like English Language, Literature, Science and
Technology, Social Sciences, Arts, Culture, Heritage, Humanity, Economics, Sports, Health,
Medicine, Education, Psychology, Home Sciences, Law, Urdu, B.Ed (English), etc. A series on
Buddhism in AP, career counseling, Pursuit (education news feature) and New Horizons etc,
are its major achievements. The activities also include participation in National experiments
on interactive television and several training programmes such as Indo-American ETV
workshop.

Manpower and Infrastructure

The Centre has strength of 36 Staff apart from the support of freelancers, subject experts,
professional scripts writers, narrators and musicians — the best available in the field — to
ensure quality.

Production Details

As assigned by the UGC-CEC the Centre has produced 405 video programmes, 64 e-content
programmes and 74 LORs.In the second phase of the NME-ICT Project, the Centre is nearing
completion of producing programmes in seven subjects viz., Home Science and Nutrition,
Urdu (2" year), Law (3™,4™and 5% year), B.Ed Foreign Languages : German, French, Spanish
and Russian _and nearing completion. All these programmes are produced in-house by the
regular staff and also by engaging the services of freelancers.

The total content available with us is approximately 609 hours (Repurposed + to-be
repurposed).

Training, Workshops, Outreach, Academic and Research Activities

With the development of E-Content for three subjects viz., General English, English
(Hons) and Psychology, the Centre began work in the Il phase on the development of E-
Content for Home Science and Nutrition this year and nearing completion.

The Centre conducts internship programmes twice in an academic year, i.e., during
months of December and again in the month of May. Each time 12 students are enrolled
as internees. The students are taught theory on all aspects of Video/TV production and
were given hands-on training on the latest video gadgetry. As a part of the exercise, the
students produce an in-house training film to complete the task

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The Centre is nearing completion of producing e-Content development programmes on
the following Subjects under Phase 2 of NME-ICT Project, Viz. Home Science and
Nutrition, Urdu (2™ year), Law (3™,4tand 5 year), B.Ed (English), Foreign Languages :
German, French, Spanish and Russian of NME-ICT project.

UGC sanctioned an amount of Rs.298.70 Lakhs towards Purchase of Equipment under
Non-Recurring Grant vide its letter No. F.11-2/97(MC) date 29.01.2015 (Rs.264.55 by
RTGS+34.15 by Adjustment). Along with this UGC has also sanctioned budget of Rs.50.00
Lakhs for renovation of building and Rs.10.00 Lakhs for replacement of vehicle. The
purchase of equipment is under process.

The Centre has achieved all the targets set by UGC/CEC in programme production for
both Video and e-learning programmes and also Edusat.

Budget and Finance

Under non-plan grand the Centre received Rs.3,09,19,500/- against which expenditure
incurred is Rs.3,95,84,325/- (provisional). Under plan grant the Centre received Rs.298.70
Lakhs for the current Five Year Plan for procurement of the equipment and the process is on.

The Centre’s website “emmrc-eflu.org” was launched in June 2008 and the Centre’s E-
Learning programmes are available on the www.cec.nic.in and on the Sakshat portal of
MHRD.

All the video programmes in U-matic/Beta tapes are being converted into DVD’s.
